The Cavaliers opened up the 1970 football season on
home territory by defeating Richwood 8-6. It was West's
third year to defeat the Lumberjacks. Bonner was the lead-
ing rusher with 41 vards in 8 carries.

West won its second football game by defeating newly
consolidated Pocahontas County High School 16-0. Sanford
was the leading rusher with 97 yards in 8 carries.



Puinceton -

The Cavaliers traveled to Princeton and came away with
a hard fought 14.12 victory over the favored Tigers. [t was
West’s first defeat of Princeton in 3 years. Bonner was the
leading rusher with 60 yards in 10 carries.




Herbent Hoover

Again West was on the road, this time traveling to Her- e
bert Hoover. The game was scoreless until the third quarter )
when Marvin Moore received a touchdown pass from Tom
Ross. The Huskies rebounded with a score to tic the game
but the tic was short lived as again Moore scored in the clos-
ing moments of the fourth quarter, and the Cavaliers came
home with a 14-8 victory. Moore was the leading rusher
with 73 yards in 12 carrics.

The Cavaliers returned to home territory to host the
Webster Springs Wildcats. Bonner opened the scoring with
a 42 yard run in the first quarter. Webster rebounded with
a touchdown in the second quarter but a score by Moore
broke the tie and Webster never threatened again. Another
score in the third quarter moved the score to 22-6. The
score didn’t change and West had won its fourth game in a
row. With the victory West moved to sixth in the state
Triple-A ratings.




“Peterstoun

West met undefeated and fifth ranked Double-A Peters-
town for their Homecoming. Marvin Moore opened the -y
scoring with 2 40 yard run, and later scored on runs of 67 ﬁ €
and 20 yards. Mike Bennett recovered a fumble in the end y gt |
zone and West led 30-0. Peterstown scored in the fourth
quarter but to no avail. West won 30-6 and moved to 4th in
state rankings.
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M. Hope

The Cavalicrs travelled to Mt. Hope as the fourth ranked
team in the state. The first half was scorcless but the second
half saw the Mustangs hit paydirt first, The extra point was
good and Mt. Hope led 8-0. The Cavaliers rebounded with a
score but the point after touchdown failed. The final mo-
ments were a defensive struggle and West came away with
its first loss of the season. Moore led the Cavalier rushing
attack with 50 yards in 11 carries.



Nickolas County

West, on the road for the fifth time this season, met the
Nicholas County Grizzles at Summersville and bounced
back from its 8-6 defeat at the hands of Mt. Hope. The
first quarter was a defensive struggle but in the second
quarter the Cavaliers emerged as the dominating t¢am and
continued their lead until the final gun, The final score was
14-0 with Bonner leading the rushing with 110 yards in 25
carrics.

Travelling again, the Cavaliers met the Hinton Bobeats
and was stunned by an early touchdown by the Bobeats but

fought back in the second half to take 2 16-6 victory. San-
ford was the leading rusher; he gained 88 yards in 23 carries.

Tommy Ross headed the acrial attack for West at quar-
terback; he attempted 76 passes and completed 34 for a to-
tal of 316 yards and 5 touchdowns. Mike Bennett was the
leading receiver with 11 receptions for 165 yards and 2
touchdowns. Marvin Moore was the leading rusher; he
rushed 103 times for 701 yards and a 6.8 yard rushing aver-
age; he was also the leading scorer with 9 T.D.’s and 1 extra
point for a total of 56 points. Bobby Bonner and Spud Mul-
lins led in punt returns; Bonner carried 5 times for 69 yards.
Bonner also led in kickoff returns, 7 carries for 129 yards.
The offense scored 154 points while gaining 2220 total of-
fensive yards and picking up 97 first downs.

Bobby Bonner and David Buster led the defensive team
which held opponents to an average of 7.6 points and an
average of 144.9 yards per game. Bonner led the team in
interceptions with 5 and Buster led the team in tackles with
101. David Sanford and Chuck Cohenour followed Buster in
tackles with 97 and 62 respectively. Mike Painter led the
punting with an average of 42.5 yards in 33 punts. Spud
Mullins and David Sanford led the kickoffs each with 9
kicks and 41.0 and 40.7 yards per kick respectively.

The 1969-70 basketball season saw Greenbrier West have its first winning basketball season with a 16-7 record. The Cava-
liers lost to Mt. Hope twice, Morgantown and Fayetteville once and three times to Greenbrier East, twice in the regular season
and then in the Scctional Tournament.

Bobby
Bonner gained the most recovery honors with 94 while Mike Bennett had the most assists with 62.

Coach Jon Skaggs, Track Coach.

Coach Skaggs is not only track coach, but assistant football and assistant basket-
ball coach. He coached the J.V. basketball team to a 13-7 season and this years J.V.
football team to a 3-0-2 season; their first winning season.

Coach Butch Robertson, Cross Country Coach, and also assistant football and
basketball coach. He has coached the J.V. basketball season with a 10-5 record last
year and a 5-4 record this year.

Wallace Jones, Athletic Director, also coaches linemen and defense football and
also assists with the wrestling team.
